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Fact Sheet – Commerce, Justice, Science Appropriations Bill Summary

The CJS Appropriations bill contains a total of $64.4 billion, which is $6.8 billion or 11.7% above the 2009 enacted level, and $197 million below the President’s request.  
The rate of overall spending in this bill corresponds with the Majority’s budget blueprint that increases non-defense, discretionary spending by 12% over last year. When all Appropriations spending is combined, the Democrat majority has increased non-defense, non-veterans discretionary spending by 85% over the last two fiscal years. 

The overly-generous funding level in this bill allows virtually every agency and account to benefit from significant increases. This means that tough but necessary decisions have not been made to maintain fiscal discipline.  This level of spending increase is unsustainable in light of our growing deficits and 
debt.
BILL HIGHLIGHTS  
Guantanamo Bay Detention Facility 
No funding requested by the Department of Justice for costs related to closing Guantanamo are included in the bill. The bill prohibits the release of any detainees into the United States, and prohibits transfers to the U.S. for prosecution, as well as transfers or releases to other countries unless and until the administration presents a comprehensive report to the Congress on the proposed disposition of each individual.  This language will ensure that detainees are not released into our communities, and it places important restrictions and conditions on future transfers and releases.
Commerce Department - $13.85 billion total
The bill contains:

· $4 billion increase for the 2010 Decennial Census in the Commerce Department.  Along with the unrequested $1 billion in the Stimulus bill, this increase should be more than sufficient to ensure an accurate and timely census;
· $11.4 million in funding for important trade enforcement work with regard to China;
· $100.3 million in funding for Bureau of Industry and Security programs to enforce dual-use export controls and respond to cyber espionage threats;
· A $38 million funding increase for important innovation research and $124.7 million for the Manufacturing Extension Partnership at NIST. 

Justice Department - $27.5 billion total
The bill contains:
· A $400 million increase in critical counterterrorism programs for the FBI;
· The full requested amount for the U.S. Marshals Service – an increase of 700 positions to strengthen judicial security and fugitive apprehension;
· A $35 million increase for FBI and ATF to address the violent gang problem nation-wide;  

· $600 million above the request for State and Local Law Enforcement accounts, including $300 million for the State Criminal Alien Assistance Program, which the President proposed to eliminate.  This represents a reduction of $100 million from the FY09 level;
· A $346 million increase for law enforcement along the Southwest Border, fighting drug and gun trafficking, and meeting growing detention and judicial security needs.
Science
The bill contains:

· The bill funds NASA at $18.2 billion, but freezes funding at the current level for exploration activities, pending a blue ribbon panel review of future options;  
· $6.9 billion - or a 6.9% funding increase over last year - for the National Science Foundation, with an even larger percentage increase for basic scientific research grants.  This represents an important continuing investment in innovation and competitiveness.
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
