INSTRUCTIONS FOR REQUESTS by MEMBERS OF CONGRESS

REGARDING ITEMS OF INTEREST IN THE FOREIGN OPERATIONS APPROPRIATIONS ACT

FOR FISCAL YEAR 2005

The Subcommittee on Foreign Operations has established a format for the submission of requests by Members of Congress for fiscal year 2005.  The document may be accessed by clicking on the following link (Foreign Operations Member Request Form).  This  document should be downloaded, saved to a local computer and filled out as a WORD DOCUMENT file.  It should then be submitted to the Subcommittee BOTH via electronic mail AND by delivering the request(s) to the Subcommittee offices in HB26, the Capitol.  The delivered submission MUST include a signed letter from the Member of Congress to the Subcommittee Chairman that briefly mentions EACH of the items mentioned in more detail in the attached description of items of interest.  No such letter need accompany the electronic file, but no electronic file submissions will be considered without delivery of a signed letter that references each such submission.

In submitting the request, the name of the relevant appropriations account (or general provision) from the Foreign Operations Appropriations Act to which the item is related must be named, as indicated under line 3 of the standard format.  In addition, requested bill and/or report language must be submitted in its entirety – but it is requested that every attempt be made to keep the submission for each item to one page.  Each individual item MUST be submitted separately, unless requested report language DIRECTLY relates to requested bill language and does not impose requirements beyond that contained in the bill language.

If you are endorsing a request that is contained in the President’s budget, simply indicate so under either line 4 (Bill language) or line 5 (Report language).  To the extent that parts of the format are not relevant to the request, they need not be filled out; however, lines 1 (Name of Member of Congress), 2 (Congressional staff contact), 3 (Relevant account or general provision) and 9 (Priority of request) MUST be completed.

TRADITIONALLY, THE FOREIGN OPERATIONS SUBCOMMITTEE DOES NOT POSITIVELY CONSIDER REQUESTS FOR BILL LANGUAGE EARMARKS FOR SPECIFIC PROJECTS.
