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FY 2009 Omnibus Summary
The following is a summary of the 2009 Omnibus Appropriations bill.  The bill contains the annual funding levels for nine regular Appropriations bills, including: Agriculture, Commerce/Justice/Science, Energy and Water, Financial Services, Interior and Environment, Labor/Health/Human Services, Legislative Branch, State and Foreign Operations, and Transportation/HUD.  
These nine bills should have been considered individually to give Members of Congress and the public full access to view, scrutinize, and debate the merits of the funding levels and conditions for this wide variety of government programs.  Instead, the Democrat majority chose to punt important annual budget work almost a full five months into the following fiscal year, and have created one massive “omnibus” bill to circumvent the normal approval process and avoid public scrutiny.  
Further, this Omnibus Appropriations bill contains large increases in spending over last year’s levels. Even in the face of our nation’s growing inflation, falling home values, plummeting incomes and job losses, and the decimation of savings and retirement accounts, the Democrats in Congress are once again increasing government spending at exponential rates. 

· Total Spending Contained in the 2009 Omnibus:  $410 billion
· Increase over FY 2008 funding levels for the same agencies and programs:  $ 32 billion - or 8% 
· This represents the largest increase in annual discretionary spending since the Carter Administration (exempting funding related to 9/11). 
Omnibus Spending by Subcommittee:

Agriculture: $20.5 billion - $2.4 billion (13%) above 2008 levels
Commerce/Justice/Science: $57.7 billion - $5.8 billion (11%) above 2008 levels
Energy and Water: $33.3 billion - $2.4 billion (8%) above 2008 levels
Financial Services: $22.7 billion – $2.1 billion (10%) above 2008 levels
Interior: $27.6 billion - $1 billion (4%) above 2008 levels
Labor – HHS: $152.3 billion – $7.4 billion (5%) above 2008 levels
Legislative Branch: $ 4.4 billion - $432 million (11%) above 2008 levels
State - Foreign Operations: $36.6 billion – $3.8 billion (12%) above 2008 levels
Transportation/HUD: $55 billion – $6.2 billion (13%) above 2008 levels
Combined 2009 Spending: 

The Omnibus Appropriations bill contains funding for many of the same agencies and programs that received funds in the “stimulus” bill. Therefore, to uncover the true level of spending for these programs this year, the funding levels of both bills must be combined. It is also important to remember that many of these increases will carry forward into years to come, regardless of economic necessity or damage to our nation’s finances. 
In fact, the combined FY 2009 funding for agencies included in both bills is $680 billion – $301 billion more than these programs received in 2008, for an 80% increase in spending this year for these “doubled-dipped” programs!
