Fact Sheet: Fiscal Year 2010 Energy and Water and Related Agencies Appropriations Bill (H.R. 3183)

The Fiscal Year 2010 Energy and Water Appropriations bill provides $33.3 billion in total funding, which is $46 million - or less than 1% - over last year’s level. 
The bill funds the various agencies and programs under the Department of Energy including the National Nuclear Security Administration, as well as the Army Corps of Engineers, the Bureau of Reclamation, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission, and various regional water and power authorities.  

While the bill still needs improvement, it does contain a balanced approach to providing adequate but restrained spending to key energy and water programs, especially those that seek to address our nation’s growing energy needs. It is absolutely essential that we work to find and develop new and alternate sources of energy, whether it be clean coal, nuclear, hydroelectric, or enhanced domestic oil exploration and development. This bill furthers an “all of the above” approach to meeting our growing energy needs while helping to lessen our dependence on foreign oil
However, the bill falls short in its recommendation for the Yucca Mountain Geological repository, and fails to increase important loan guarantees to support a revitalized nuclear energy sector. Additionally, the bill cuts national security funding, calling into question our ability to increase nuclear weapons dismantlements while maintaining the reliability of our weapons.  

Department of Energy

The bill provides DoE with $26.9 billion. This funding level is $1.5 billion below the budget request and $85.8 million above last year’s enacted level, and is in addition to the $38.7 billion provided for the Department in the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act. 
Energy Research and Development

The bill increases research and development for both renewable energy and nuclear power, while supporting clean coal initiatives and other clean technologies, such as geothermal, solar and wind power.  The bill restores the Next Generation Nuclear Plant program, which will receive $245 million, and provides $71 million – or $51 million above the request – to complete the Department’s obligation to the Nuclear Power 2010 program.  The bill also includes additional funding for the Fusion Energy Sciences program within the Office of Science.  This program continues to do groundbreaking research on the possibility of commercial fusion energy. 

Yucca Mountain

The bill contains $196.8 million for the Yucca Mountain repository, which is the same as the budget request. This is a significant cut to the Yucca Mountain program, essentially terminating the program. However, the bill provides $70 million so that the DoE can fully respond to all questions raised during the license application review process. The bill also includes $5 million in funding for a “Blue Ribbon Panel” to review all nuclear waste repository options, including Yucca Mountain.  

Innovative Technology Loan Guarantee Program
$43 million - an increase of $23 million over last year - is included in the bill to administer the Innovative Technology Loan Guarantee Program, which funds investments in renewable and low-emissions energy. However, within this program, the bill does not provide for additional nuclear power loan guarantees to increase the availability of nuclear energy in the United States.
National Security Activities
The bill provides $9.2 billion for nuclear weapons activities, including nonproliferation and naval reactors. This funding will help improve efforts to reduce the country’s nuclear weapons stockpile. 

Army Corps of Engineers

The bill provides $5.5 billion for the Army Corps of Engineers, which is $416 million over the budget request and $138.6 million over last year. This increase will help address water needs across this country, including flood and storm damage reduction, navigation projects, hydropower projects, and ecosystem restoration.
Bureau of Reclamation
The bill contains $1.04 billion, which is $37.9 million below last year’s level, for the Bureau of Reclamation at the Department of Interior. This funding is intended to help manage, develop and protect our nation’s water resources.
