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The FY 2010 State and Foreign Operations Appropriations bill includes a total of $48.8 billion in spending, which is $12 billion or 33% above last year’s level, not including supplemental funding. 

The draft bill contains funding for a variety of international and foreign assistance programs, including Millennium Challenge Corporation compacts to help promote security and economic growth in the developing world, activities to fight illegal drug trafficking in Mexico, and security assistance to our strategic allies such as Israel, Egypt, and Jordan. 
However, while some of these important programs are worthy of support, the massive increase in overall funding in this bill is a serious concern.  A 33% increase in funding in the overall bill is totally out-of-step with the needs of our nation and the economic reality we are currently facing.  With more Americans unemployed than at any time in the last twenty-five years, with this country in the midst of unchecked deficits and mounting debt, and in light of the insufficient funding provided for U.S. troops employed in fighting terrorists on the front lines in places like Iraq and Afghanistan, the Democrat Majority’s proposed rate of increase for foreign affairs spending is irresponsible.

Further, the major increases in this bill are in line with Majority’s budget blueprint that increases all non-defense, discretionary spending by 12 percent over last year. When all Appropriations spending is combined, the Democrat Majority has increased non-defense, non-veterans discretionary spending by 85 percent over the last two fiscal years. 
Bill Highlights/Concerns:

State Department and related agencies:

The bill contains $16 billion in funding for the State Department and related agencies, which is $4 billion over last year’s level. Some of the programs and activities funded include diplomatic and consular programs, the civilian stabilization initiative, educational and cultural exchange programs, embassy protection and security, contributions to international organizations (such as the United Nations), and international broadcasting activities.
United States Agency for International Development (USAID):

The bill contains $1.4 billion – or $330 million over last year – for USAID. This includes funding for an additional 300 new Foreign Service officers and overseas office space expansion. 
Millennium Challenge Corporation:
The bill includes $1.4 billion - a $525 million increase - to expand the work of the Millennium Challenge Corporation. This funding will help support the prosperity, stability, and security of some of the U.S.’s key partners in the developing world.  

Illegal Drug Trafficking in Mexico, Central America, and Colombia:

The bill provides full funding to continue the fight against illegal drug trafficking in Mexico and Central America. In addition, $520 million is provided to continue the gains already made in Colombia.
Supporting Strategic Allies: 

The bill includes full funding - $3.41 billion - for the security assistance requests for strategic allies like Israel, Egypt and Jordan.

Family Planning:
The bill provides $648 million for voluntary planning programs, including $60 million for the United Nations Population Fund.  The bill retains provisions of law from FY08 that restrict funding for abortions and condition family planning assistance.
Guantanamo Bay Detention Facility:

In response to reports that the Administration was negotiating financial payments to foreign countries to accept Guantanamo detainees, Appropriations Committee Ranking Republican Jerry Lewis inserted a provision in the bill to prohibit the use of funds in this or any other Act for any country that concludes an agreement to receive Guantanamo detainees unless the Committee is notified of the terms of such an agreement in advance.  Members of Congress and the American public deserve to know the deals that are being brokered and the taxpayer dollars that are being spent in order to meet the President’s arbitrary edict to close Guantanamo by January of 2010.

International Monetary Fund:

The bill includes report language inserted by Foreign Operations Subcommittee Ranking Republican Kay Granger to place restrictions and additional oversight and control of the funds provided for the International Monetary Fund (IMF) in the fiscal year 2009 supplemental that was signed into law on June 24, 2009.  The amendment does four things: 1) directs the United States to use its voice and vote to oppose the provision of U.S. dollars and other hard currencies to IMF member countries that are supporters of terrorism; 2) sunsets the lending authority of these dollars at the end of fiscal year 2014; 3) sets the U.S. contribution to the New Arrangements to Borrow (NAB) lending facility at no more than 20 percent of the total; and 4) requires the Secretary of the Treasury to issue a report every six months to the Committee on the activities related to NAB lending.
