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Fact Sheet – FY 2011 Full Year Continuing Resolution (CR) Summary 
Democrat Leaders in the House will today attempt to pass a full year Continuing Resolution (CR) to fund federal government agencies and programs at the Democrats’ 2010 levels throughout the rest of the fiscal year. Due to the complete failure of the Democrat majority to enact a budget resolution and ANY of the 12 Appropriations bills this year, this CR will be a last ditch effort to avoid a government shutdown while continuing to fund many of the Democrats’ political priorities. 
Instead of doing the right thing and allowing a new Republican majority to save the taxpayers nearly $100 billion by reducing discretionary funding to fiscal year 2008 levels, the Democrat majority will cap off the year with yet another massive spending bill that will force our nation into further deficits and debt. In addition, once the House passes this CR, the Senate will likely attempt to use it as a vehicle for even more spending through a huge trillion-dollar-plus Omnibus bill before they adjourn for the year.

The CR on the House floor today will fund the government at the Democrats’ Fiscal Year 2010 levels, while increasing funds for certain domestic Democrat priorities, including Pell grants and the implementation of new financial “reform” measures. To offset these kinds of increases, the legislation makes rescissions in areas that would have otherwise resulted in the saving of tax-dollars – such as the completion of the 2010 Census and the completion of certain Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) projects – instead of using these savings for deficit reduction.

Finally, it is clear that Democrats have picked “winners and losers” in this legislation when it comes to which programs and agencies receive increases and cuts. For example, Labor, Health, and Human Services (LHHS) programs receive a 4% increase over last year, while the most important national priority – our national defense – receives a 3% cut below the President’s request.
