SEC. 755. None of the funds made available by this 11

or any other Act may be used to enforce the final rule 12

promulgated by the Food and Drug Administration enti-13

tled ‘‘Standards for the Growing, Harvesting, Packing, 14

and Holding of Produce for Human Consumption,’’ and 15

published on November 27, 2015, with respect to the regu-16

lation of the production, distribution, sale, or receipt of 17

grape varietals that are grown, harvested and used solely 18

for wine and receive commercial processing that ade-19

quately reduces the presence of microorganisms of public 20

health significance.
