On page 300, line 1 of the bill strike “provided” and
all that follows through “being” on line 2, and insert
“repurposed or transferred pursuant to this section that

were previously designated by the Congress”.
And amend the report accordingly.

On page 19, under the heading, ‘“Timely Processing

tive agreements and grants. The Committee directs the
Secretary of State, in consultation with other relevant
federal agencies, to review the current policy regarding
the eligibility of individuals supported through coopera-
tive agreements and grants for the SIV program author-
ized under the Afghan Allies Protection Act, as well as
other options for ensuring the safety and protection of
those who face threats due to their work associated with
grants and cooperative agreements funded by the United
States. Not later than 30 days after enactment of this
Act, the Secretary shall report to the appropriate con-
gressional committees on the results of the review and
plan for extending needed protections to Afghans who

worked under such cooperative agreements and grants.”.

“Bolivia”, strike “encourages’ and insert ‘“‘urges’.

On page 118, in the paragraph under the heading
“Dominican Republic”, strike all after “The Committee”

(A) activities performed by the Wuhan Institute of Virology with or on behalf of the
People’s Liberation Army;

(B) coronavirus research or other related activities performed at the Wuhan Institute of
Virology prior to the outbreak of COVID-19; and

(C) researchers at the Wuhan Institute of Virology who fell ill in autumn 2019, including
for any such researcher—

(1) the researcher’s name;

(i1) the researcher’s symptoms;

(iii) the date of the onset of the researcher’s symptoms;

(iv) the researcher’s role at the Wuhan Institute of Virology;

(v) whether the researcher was involved with or exposed to coronavirus research
at the Wuhan Institute of Virology;

(vi) whether the researcher visited a hospital while they were ill; and



(vii) a description of any other actions taken by the researcher that may suggest
they were experiencing a serious illness at the time; and

(2) submitted to Congress an unclassified report that contains—
(A) all of the information described under paragraph (1); and

(B) only such redactions as the Director determines necessary to protect sources and
methods.
