its own employees, whichever is higher: Provided further,
That this section shall not apply to Department of De-

fense foreign service national employees serving at United

(b) The Secretary of Defense, in coordination with
the Secretary of State, may waive the restriction in para-
oraph (a) on a case-by-case basis by certifying in writing
to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate that it is in the national secu-
rity interest to do so: Provided, That if the Secretary of
Defense, in coordination with the Secretary of State, exer-
cises the authority of the previous proviso, the Secretaries
shall report to the Committees on Appropriations on both
the justification for the waiver and on the requirements
of this section that the Government of Pakistan was not
able to meet: Provided further, That such report may be

submitted in classified form if necessary.
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TITLE X—ADDITIONAL GENERAL PROVISIONS
SPENDING REDUCTION ACCOUNT

SEC. 10001. The amount by which the applicable al-
location of new budget authority made by the Committee
on Appropriations of the House of Representatives under
section 302(b) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974
exceeds the amount of proposed new budget authority is
$0.

This Act may be cited as the “Department of Defense
Appropriations Act, 2014”.
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
