For necessary expenses of the Office of the Secretary 13

of Homeland Security, as authorized by section 102 of the 14

Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 112), and exec-15

utive management of the Department of Homeland Secu-16

rity, as authorized by law, $103,246,000: Provided, That 17

not to exceed $45,000 shall be for official reception and 18

representation expenses: Provided further, That all official 19

costs associated with the use of government aircraft by 20

Department of Homeland Security personnel to support 21

official travel of the Secretary and the Deputy Secretary 22

shall be paid from amounts made available for the Imme-23

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Under 10

Secretary for Management, as authorized by sections 701 11

through 705 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 12

U.S.C. 341 through 345), $171,173,000, of which not to 13

exceed $2,250 shall be for official reception and represen-14

tation expenses: Provided, That of the total amount made 15

available under this heading, $4,020,000 shall remain 16

available until September 30, 2015, solely for the alter-17

ation and improvement of facilities, tenant improvements, 18

and relocation costs to consolidate Department head-19

quarters operations at the Nebraska Avenue Complex; and 20

$7,815,000 shall remain available until September 30, 21

2015, for the Human Resources Information Technology 22

program: Provided further, That the Under Secretary for 23

Management shall, pursuant to the requirements con-24

tained in House Report 112–331, submit to the Commit-25
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tees on Appropriations of the Senate and the House of 1

Representatives at the time the President’s budget pro-2

posal for fiscal year 2015 is submitted pursuant to section 3

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Chief Fi-12

nancial Officer, as authorized by section 103 of the Home-13

land Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 113), $41,242,000, 14

of which $4,000,000 shall remain available until Sep-15

tember 30, 2015, for financial systems modernization ef-16

forts: Provided, That the Secretary of Homeland Security 17

shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the 18

Senate and the House of Representatives, at the time that 19

the President’s budget proposal for fiscal year 2015 is 20

submitted pursuant to section 1105(a) of title 31, United 21

States Code, the Future Years Homeland Security Pro-22

gram and a comprehensive report compiled in conjunction 23

with the Government Accountability Office that details up-24

dated missions, goals, strategies, priorities, along with per-25
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formance metrics that are measurable, repeatable, and di-1

rectly linked to requests for funding, as described in the 2

accompanying report. 3

OFFICE OF THE CHIEF INFORMATION OFFICER 4

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Chief In-5

formation Officer, as authorized by section 103 of the 6

Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 113), and De-7

partment-wide technology investments, $210,735,000; of 8

which $99,397,000 shall be available for salaries and ex-9

penses; and of which $111,338,000, to remain available 10

until September 30, 2015, shall be available for develop-11

ment and acquisition of information technology equip-12

ment, software, services, and related activities for the De-13

partment of Homeland Security: Provided, That the De-14

partment of Homeland Security Chief Information Officer 15

shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations of the 16

Senate and the House of Representatives, at the time that 17

the President’s budget proposal for fiscal year 2015 is 18

submitted pursuant to section 1105(a) of title 31, United 19

States Code, a multi-year investment and management 20

plan, to include each of fiscal years 2014 through 2017, 21

for all information technology acquisition projects funded 22

under this heading or funded by multiple components of 23

the Department of Homeland Security through reimburs-24

able agreements, that includes— 25
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(1) the proposed appropriations included for 1

each project and activity tied to mission require-2

ments, program management capabilities, perform-3

ance levels, and specific capabilities and services to 4

be delivered; 5

(2) the total estimated cost and projected 6

timeline of completion for all multi-year enhance-7

ments, modernizations, and new capabilities that are 8

proposed in such budget or underway; 9

(3) a detailed accounting of operations and 10

maintenance and contractor services costs; and 11

(4) a current acquisition program baseline for 12

each project, that— 13

(A) notes and explains any deviations in 14

cost, performance parameters, schedule, or esti-15

mated date of completion from the original ac-16

quisition program baseline; 17

(B) aligns the acquisition programs cov-18

ered by the baseline to mission requirements by 19

defining existing capabilities, identifying known 20

capability gaps between such existing capabili-21

ties and stated mission requirements, and ex-22

plaining how each increment will address such 23

known capability gaps; and 24
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(C) defines life-cycle costs for such pro-1

grams.

For necessary expenses for intelligence analysis and 4

operations coordination activities, as authorized by title II 5

of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 121 et 6

seq.), $291,623,000; of which not to exceed $3,825 shall 7

be for official reception and representation expenses; and 8

of which $89,334,000 shall remain available until Sep-9

tember 30, 2015. 10

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267(c)(1)) shall be $35,000; and notwithstanding any 1

other provision of law, none of the funds appropriated by 2

this Act shall be available to compensate any employee of 3

maintain an active duty presence of not less than 21,370 11

full-time equivalent agents protecting the borders of the 12

United States in the fiscal year. 13

Protection for operation and improvement of automated 16

systems, including salaries and expenses, $707,897,000; 17

of which $325,526,000 shall remain available until Sep-18

tember 30, 2016; and of which not less than $140,762,000 19

shall be for the development of the Automated Commercial 20

For necessary expenses to plan, acquire, construct, 14

renovate, equip, furnish, operate, manage, and maintain 15

buildings, facilities, and related infrastructure necessary 16

for the administration and enforcement of the laws relat-17

ing to customs, immigration, and border security, 18

$471,278,000, to remain available until September 30, 19

2018: Provided, That the Commissioner of U.S. Customs 20

and Border Protection shall submit to the Committees on 21

Appropriations of the Senate and the House of Represent-22

atives, at the time that the President’s budget proposal 23

for fiscal year 2015 pursuant to section 1105(a) of title 24

31, United States Code, an inventory of the real property 25

of U.S. Customs and Border Protection and a plan for 1

each activity and project proposed for funding under this 2

heading that includes the full cost by fiscal year of each 3

activity and project proposed and underway in fiscal year 4

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 7

For necessary expenses for enforcement of immigra-8

tion and customs laws, detention and removals, and inves-9

tigations, including overseas vetted units operations; and 10

purchase and lease of up to 3,790 (2,350 for replacement 11

only) police-type vehicles; $5,344,461,000; of which not to 12

exceed $10,000,000 shall be available until expended for 13

conducting special operations under section 3131 of the 14

Customs Enforcement Act of 1986 (19 U.S.C. 2081); of 15

which not to exceed $11,475 shall be for official reception 16

and representation expenses; of which not to exceed 17

$2,000,000 shall be for awards of compensation to inform-18

ants, to be accounted for solely under the certificate of 19

the Secretary of Homeland Security; of which not less 20

than $305,000 shall be for promotion of public awareness 21

and in cases of immigration emergencies: Provided further, 11

That of the total amount provided, $15,770,000 shall be 12

for activities to enforce laws against forced child labor, 13

of which not to exceed $6,000,000 shall remain available 14

until expended: Provided further, That of the total amount 15

available, not less than $1,600,000,000 shall be available 16

to identify aliens convicted of a crime who may be deport-17

able, and to remove them from the United States once 18

they are judged deportable: Provided further, That the 19

Secretary of Homeland Security shall prioritize the identi-20

fication and removal of aliens convicted of a crime by the 21

severity of that crime: Provided further, That funding 22

made available under this heading shall maintain a level 23

of not less than 34,000 detention beds through September 24

‘‘adequate’’ or the equivalent median score in any subse-21

quent performance evaluation system: Provided further, 22

That nothing under this heading shall prevent U.S. Immi-23

gration and Customs Enforcement from exercising those 24

authorities provided under immigration laws (as defined 25
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in section 101(a)(17) of the Immigration and Nationality 1

Act (8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(17))) during priority operations 2

pertaining to aliens convicted of a crime. 3

AUTOMATION MODERNIZATION 4

For expenses of immigration and customs enforce-5

ment automated systems, $34,900,000, to remain avail-6

able until September 30, 2016. 7

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shall be for aviation security direction and enforcement: 1

Provided further, That of the amount made available in 2

the preceding proviso for screening operations, 3

$2,972,715,000, to remain available until September 30, 4

2014, shall be available for Screener Compensation and 5

Benefits; $163,190,000 shall be available for the Screen-6

ing Partnership Program; $382,354,000 shall be available 7

for explosives detection systems, of which $83,845,000 8

shall be available for the purchase and installation of these 9

systems; and $103,309,000 shall be for checkpoint sup-10

port: Provided further, That any award to deploy explo-11

sives detection systems shall be based on risk, the airport’s 12

current reliance on other screening solutions, lobby con-13

gestion resulting in increased security concerns, high in-14

jury rates, airport readiness, and increased cost effective-15

ness: Provided further, That security service fees author-16

ized under section 44940 of title 49, United States Code, 17

shall be credited to this appropriation as offsetting collec-18

tions and shall be available only for aviation security: Pro-19

vided further, That the sum appropriated under this head-20

ing from the general fund shall be reduced on a dollar- 21

for-dollar basis as such offsetting collections are received 22

during fiscal year 2014 so as to result in a final fiscal 23

year appropriation from the general fund estimated at not 24

more than $2,752,739,000: Provided further, That any se-25
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curity service fees collected in excess of the amount made 1

available under this heading shall become available during 2

fiscal year 2015: Provided further, That notwithstanding 3

section 44923 of title 49, United States Code, for fiscal 4

year 2014, any funds in the Aviation Security Capital 5

Fund established by section 44923(h) of title 49, United 6

States Code, may be used for the procurement and instal-7

lation of explosives detection systems or for the issuance 8

of other transaction agreements for the purpose of funding 9

projects described in section 44923(a) of such title: Pro-10

vided further, That none of the funds made available in 11

(1) the Department of Homeland Security ef-22

forts and resources being devoted to develop more 23

advanced integrated passenger screening tech-24

nologies for the most effective security of passengers 25
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and baggage at the lowest possible operating and ac-1

quisition costs; 2

(2) how the Transportation Security Adminis-3

tration is deploying its existing passenger and bag-4

gage screener workforce in the most cost effective 5

manner; and 6

(3) labor savings from the deployment of im-7

proved technologies for passenger and baggage 8

screening and how those savings are being used to 9

offset security costs or reinvested to address security 10

vulnerabilities: 11

Provided further, That Members of the Senate and House 12

of Representatives, including the leadership; the heads of 13

Federal agencies and commissions, including the Sec-14

retary, Deputy Secretary, Under Secretaries, and Assist-15

ant Secretaries of the Department of Homeland Security; 16

the Attorney General, Deputy Attorney General, Assistant 17

Attorneys General, and the United States Attorneys; and 18

senior members of the Executive Office of the President, 19

including the Director of the Office of Management and 20

Budget, shall not be exempt from Federal passenger and 21

baggage screening. 22

further, That the Administrator of the Transportation Se-3

curity Administration shall submit to the Committees of 4

the Senate and the House of Representatives, at the time 5

that the President’s budget proposal for fiscal year 2015 6

is submitted pursuant to section 1105(a) of title 31, 7

United States Code, the expenditure plans and report de-8

tailed in the preceding proviso.

$24,500,000 shall be derived from the Oil Spill Liability 10

Trust Fund to carry out the purposes of section 11

1012(a)(5) of the Oil Pollution Act of 1990 (33 U.S.C. 12

2712(a)(5)); and of which not to exceed $15,300 shall be 13

for official reception and representation expenses: Pro-14

vided, That none of the funds made available by this Act 15

shall be for expenses incurred for recreational vessels 16

under section 12114 of title 46, United States Code, ex-17

cept to the extent fees are collected from owners of yachts 18

and credited to this appropriation: Provided further, That 19

of the funds provided under this heading, $167,683,000 20

shall be withheld from obligation for Coast Guard Head-21

Subject to the requirements of section 503 14

of this Act, the unexpended balances of prior appropria-15

tions provided for activities in this Act may be transferred 16

to appropriation accounts for such activities established 17

pursuant to this Act, may be merged with funds in the 18

applicable established accounts, and thereafter may be ac-19

counted for as one fund for the same time period as origi-20

nally enacted. 21

SEC. 503. (a) None of the funds provided by this Act, 22

provided by previous appropriations Acts to the agencies 23

in or transferred to the Department of Homeland Security 24

that remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal 25
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year 2014, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury 1

of the United States derived by the collection of fees avail-2

able to the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available 3

for obligation or expenditure through a reprogramming of 4

funds that: 5

(1) creates a new program, project, or activity; 6

(2) eliminates a program, project, office, or ac-7

tivity; 8

(3) increases funds for any program, project, or 9

activity for which funds have been denied or re-10

stricted by the Congress; 11

(4) proposes to use funds directed for a specific 12

activity by either of the Committees on Appropria-13

tions of the Senate or the House of Representatives 14

(5) contracts out any function or activity for 16

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(b) None of the funds provided by this Act, provided 1

by previous appropriations Acts to the agencies in or 2

transferred to the Department of Homeland Security that 3

remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal 4

year 2014, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury 5

of the United States derived by the collection of fees or 6

proceeds available to the agencies funded by this Act, shall 7

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(c) Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropriation 1

made available for the current fiscal year for the Depart-2

ment of Homeland Security by this Act or provided by 3

previous appropriations Acts may be transferred between 4

such appropriations, but no such appropriation, except as 5

otherwise specifically provided, shall be increased by more 6

than 10 percent by such transfers: Provided, That any 7

transfer under this section shall be treated as a re-8

programming of funds under subsection (b) and shall not 9

be available for obligation unless the Committees on Ap-10

propriations of the Senate and the House of Representa-11

tives are notified 15 days in advance of such transfer.

totaling in excess of $1,000,000; 21

(2) award a task or delivery order requiring an 22

obligation of funds in an amount greater than 23

$10,000,000 from multi-year Department of Home-24

land Security funds or a task or delivery order that 25
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would cause cumulative obligations of multi-year 1

funds in a single account to exceed 50 percent of the 2

total amount appropriated; 3

(3) make a sole-source grant award; or 4

(4) announce publicly the intention to make or 5

award items under paragraph (1), (2), or (3) includ-6

ing a contract covered by the Federal Acquisition 7

Regulation. 8

(b) The Secretary of Homeland Security may waive 9

the prohibition under subsection (a) if the Secretary noti-10

fies the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and 11

the House of Representatives at least 3 full business days 12

in advance of making an award or issuing a letter as de-13

scribed in that subsection. 14

(c) If the Secretary of Homeland Security determines 15

that compliance with this section would pose a substantial 16

risk to human life, health, or safety, an award may be 17

made without notification, and the Secretary shall notify 18

the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the 19

House of Representatives not later than 5 full business 20

days after such an award is made or letter issued.

Notwithstanding any other provision of 12

law, no agency shall purchase, construct, or lease any ad-13

ditional facilities, except within or contiguous to existing 14

locations, to be used for the purpose of conducting Federal 15

law enforcement training without the advance approval of 16

the Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the 17

House of Representatives, except that the Federal Law 18

SEC. 555. None of the funds made available in this 20

Act may be used to pay for the travel to or attendance 21

of more than 50 employees of a single component of the 22

Department of Homeland Security, who are stationed in 23

the United States, at a single international conference un-24

less the Secretary of Homeland Security determines that 25
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such attendance is in the national interest and notifies the 1

Committees on Appropriations of the Senate and the 2

House of Representatives within at least 10 days of that 3

determination and the basis for that determination: Pro-4

vided, That for purposes of this section the term ‘‘inter-5

national conference’’ shall mean a conference occurring 6

outside of the United States attended by representatives 7

of the United States Government and of foreign govern-8

ments, international organizations, or nongovernmental 9

organizations. 10

SEC. 556. None of the funds made available by this 11

Act may be used to enter into a contract, memorandum 12

of understanding, or cooperative agreement with, make a 13

grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee to any cor-14

poration that was convicted (or had an officer or agent 15

of such corporation acting on behalf of the corporation 16

convicted) of a felony criminal violation under any Federal 17

or State law within the preceding 24 months, where the 18

awarding agency is aware of the conviction, unless the 19

agency has considered suspension or debarment of the cor-20

poration, or such officer or agent, and made a determina-21

tion that this further action is not necessary to protect 22

the interests of the Government. 23

SEC. 557. None of the funds made available in this 24

Act may be used to enter into a contract, memorandum 25
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of understanding, or cooperative agreement with, make a 1

grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee to, any cor-2

poration for which any unpaid Federal tax liability that 3

has been assessed, for which all judicial and administrative 4

remedies have been exhausted or have lapsed, and that 5

is not being paid in a timely manner pursuant to an agree-6

ment with the authority responsible for collecting the tax 7

liability, where the awarding agency is aware of the unpaid 8

tax liability, unless the agency has considered suspension 9

or debarment of the corporation and made a determination 10

that this further action is not necessary to protect the in-11

terests of the Government. 12

SEC. 558. (a) The Secretary of Homeland Security 13

shall submit quarterly reports to the Inspector General of 14

(A) the cost of any food or beverages; 3

(B) the cost of any audio-visual services; 4

(C) the cost of travel to and from the con-5

ference or ceremony; 6

(D) a discussion of the methodology used 7

to determine which costs relate to the con-8

ference or ceremony; and 9

(4) a description of the contracting procedures 10

used including –— 11

(A) whether contracts were awarded on a 12

competitive basis; and 13

(B) a discussion of any cost comparison 14

conducted by the departmental component or 15

office in evaluating potential contractors for the 16

conference or ceremony. 17

(c) A grant or contract funded by amounts appro-18

priated by this Act may not be used for the purpose of 19

defraying the costs of a conference or ceremony described 20

in subsection (a) that is not directly and programmatically 21

related to the purpose for which the grant or contract was 22

awarded, such as a conference or ceremony held in connec-23

tion with planning, training, assessment, review, or other 24
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routine purposes related to a project funded by the grant 1

or contract. 2

(d) None of the funds made available in the Act may 3

be used for travel and conference activities that are not 4

in compliance with Office of Management and Budget 5

Memorandum M-12-12 dated May 11, 2012. 6

SEC. 559. None of the funds made available in this 7

Act may be used for pre-clearance operations in new loca-8

tions unless the required conditions relative to these oper-9

ations and contained in the accompanying report are met. 10

SEC. 560. (a) The Secretary of Homeland Security 11

shall submit to Congress, at the time that the President’s 12

budget proposal for fiscal year 2015 is submitted pursuant 13

to section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code, a com-14

prehensive report on purchase and usage of ammunition 15

by the Department of Homeland Security, that includes— 16

(1) mission requirements pertaining to ammuni-17

tion, including certification, qualification, training, 18

and inventory requirements for each relevant De-19

partment component or agency and a comparison of 20

such requirements to the requirements of Federal 21

law enforcement agencies of the Department of Jus-22

tice and the military components of the Department 23

of Defense; and 24
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(2) details on all contracting practices applied 1

by the Department of Homeland Security to procure 2

ammunition, including comparative details regarding 3

other contracting options with respect to cost and 4

availability.

(b) Beginning on April 15, 2014, and quarterly there-6
