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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

fiscal year ending September 30, 2012, and for other pur-5

poses, namely: 6

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 13

For necessary expenses of the Department of State 14

and the Foreign Service not otherwise provided for, 15

$5,664,336,000, of which $1,310,155,000 is for World-16

wide Security Protection (to remain available until ex-17

pended): Provided, That funds made available under this 18

heading shall be allocated as follows: 19

(1) HUMAN RESOURCES.—For necessary ex-20

penses for training, human resources management, 21

and salaries, including employment without regard 22

to civil service and classification laws of persons on 23

a temporary basis (not to exceed $700,000), as au-24

thorized by section 801 of the United States Infor-25
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mation and Educational Exchange Act of 1948, 1

$2,034,209,000 to remain available until September 2

30, 2013, of which not less than $211,815,000 is for 3

Worldwide Security Protection and shall remain 4

available until expended. 5

of State and overseas activities as authorized by law, 8

$1,638,273,000, to remain available until September 9

(3) DIPLOMATIC POLICY AND SUPPORT.—For 11

necessary expenses for the functional bureaus of the 12

Department of State including representation to cer-13

tain international organizations in which the United 14

States participates pursuant to treaties ratified pur-15

suant to the advice and consent of the Senate or 16

specific Acts of Congress, general administration, 17

and arms control, nonproliferation and disarmament 18

activities as authorized, $641,314,000, to remain 19

available until September 30, 2013. 20

(4) SECURITY PROGRAMS.—For necessary ex-21

penses for security activities, $1,350,540,000, to re-22

main available until September 30, 2013, of which 23

$1,098,340,000 is for Worldwide Security Protection 24

and shall remain available until expended. 25

(5) FEES AND PAYMENTS COLLECTED.—In ad-1

dition to amounts otherwise made available under 2

this heading— 3

(A) not to exceed $1,753,991 shall be de-4

rived from fees collected from other executive 5

agencies for lease or use of facilities located at 6

the International Center in accordance with sec-7

tion 4 of the International Center Act, and, in 8

addition, as authorized by section 5 of such 9

Act, $520,150, to be derived from the reserve 10

authorized by that section, to be used for the 11

purposes set out in that section; 12

(B) as authorized by section 810 of the 13

United States Information and Educational Ex-14

change Act, not to exceed $5,000,000, to re-15

main available until expended, may be credited 16

to this appropriation from fees or other pay-17

ments received from English teaching, library, 18

motion pictures, and publication programs and 19

(C) not to exceed $15,000, which shall be 22

derived from reimbursements, surcharges and 23

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(6) TRANSFER, REPROGRAMMING, AND OTHER 1

MATTERS.— 2

(A) Notwithstanding any provision of this 3

Act, funds may be reprogrammed within and 4

between subsections under this heading subject 5

to section 7015 of this Act. 6

(B) Of the amount made available under 7

this heading, not to exceed $10,000,000 may be 8

transferred to, and merged with, funds made 9

available by this Act under the heading ‘‘Emer-10

gencies in the Diplomatic and Consular Serv-11

ice’’, to be available only for emergency evacu-12

ations and rewards, as authorized.

stabilization activities: Provided further, That following 6

consultation with the Committees on Appropriations the 7

President may exercise transfer authorities contained in 8

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 for reconstruction and 9

stabilization operations and assistance to support an ac-10

tively deployed Civilian Response Corps, subject to the 11

regular notification procedures of the Committees on Ap-12

propriations.

For expenses, not otherwise provided, to enable the 11

until September 30, 2013. 14

EMBASSY SECURITY, CONSTRUCTION, AND MAINTENANCE 15

For necessary expenses for carrying out the Foreign 16

Service Buildings Act of 1926 (22 U.S.C. 292–303), pre-17

serving, maintaining, repairing, and planning for buildings 18

that are owned or directly leased by the Department of 19

State, renovating, in addition to funds otherwise available, 20

the Harry S Truman Building, and carrying out the Dip-21

lomatic Security Construction Program as authorized, 22

$755,050,000, to remain available until expended as au-23

thorized, of which not to exceed $25,000 may be used for 24

domestic and overseas representation as authorized: Pro-25
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vided, That none of the funds appropriated in this para-1

graph shall be available for acquisition of furniture, fur-2

nishings, or generators for other departments and agen-3

cies. 4

In addition, for the costs of worldwide security up-5

grades, acquisition, and construction as authorized, 6

$670,524,000, to remain available until expended: Pro-7

vided, That not later than 45 days after enactment of this 8

Act, the Secretary of State shall submit to the Committees 9

on Appropriations the proposed allocation of funds made 10

available under this heading and the actual and antici-11

pated proceeds of sales for all projects in fiscal year 2012. 12

vided, That the Secretary of State shall, at the time of 24

recent biennial budget prepared by the United Nations for 3

the operations of the United Nations: Provided further, 4

That the Secretary of State shall notify the Committees 5

on Appropriations at least 15 days in advance (or in an 6

emergency, as far in advance as is practicable) of any 7

United Nations action to increase funding for any United 8

Nations program without identifying an offsetting de-9

crease elsewhere in the United Nations budget: Provided 10

further, That any payment of arrearages under this head-11

ing shall be directed toward activities that are mutually 12

agreed upon by the United States and the respective inter-13

national organization: Provided further, That none of the 14

funds appropriated under this heading shall be available 15

for a United States contribution to an international orga-16

nization for the United States share of interest costs made 17

known to the United States Government by such organiza-18

tion for loans incurred on or after October 1, 1984, 19

through external borrowings.

by Federal employees; unless the Committees on Appro-9

priations are notified 15 days in advance. 10

remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal 14

year 2012, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury 15

of the United States derived by the collection of fees avail-16

able to the agency or department funded by title I of this 17

Act, shall be available for obligation or expenditure for ac-18

tivities, programs, or projects through a reprogramming 19

of funds in excess of $1,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever 20

is less, that: (1) augments existing programs, projects, or 21

activities; (2) reduces by 10 percent funding for any exist-22

ing program, project, or activity, or numbers of personnel 23

by 10 percent as approved by Congress; or (3) results from 24

any general savings, including savings from a reduction 25

vided, That before issuing a letter of offer to sell excess 4

defense articles under the Arms Export Control Act, the 5

Department of Defense shall notify the Committees on 6

Appropriations in accordance with the regular notification 7

None of the funds 9

made available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assist-10

ance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay for 11

the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method 12

of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial 13

incentive to any person to undergo sterilizations. None of 14

the funds made available to carry out part I of the Foreign 15

Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay 16

for any biomedical research which relates in whole or in 17

part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or 18

involuntary sterilization as a means of family planning. 19

None of the funds made available to carry out part I of 20

purposes of section 6(j) of the Export Administration Act 16

of 1979: Provided, That the prohibition under this section 17

with respect to a foreign government shall terminate 12 18

months after that government ceases to provide such mili-19

tary equipment: Provided further, That this section applies 20

with respect to lethal military equipment provided under 21

a contract entered into after October 1, 1997. 22

(b) Assistance restricted by subsection (a) or any 23

other similar provision of law, may be furnished if the 24

(c) Whenever the President makes a determination 3

pursuant to subsection (b), the President shall submit to 4

the Committees on Appropriations a report with respect 5

to the furnishing of such assistance, including a detailed 6

explanation of the assistance to be provided, the estimated 7

dollar amount of such assistance, and an explanation of 8

how the assistance furthers United States national inter-9

ests.

PROHIBITION ON BILATERAL ASSISTANCE TO TERRORIST 11

DEFINITION OF PROGRAM, PROJECT, AND ACTIVITY 17

SEC. 7024. For the purpose of titles II through VI 18

of this Act ‘‘program, project, and activity’’ shall be de-19

fined at the appropriations Act account level and shall in-20

clude all appropriations and authorizations Acts funding 21

directives, ceilings, and limitations with the exception that 22

for the following accounts: ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’ and 23

‘‘Foreign Military Financing Program’’, ‘‘program, 24

project, and activity’’ shall also be considered to include 25
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country, regional, and central program level funding with-1

in each such account; for the development assistance ac-2

Unless expressly provided to the contrary, 14

provisions of this or any other Act, including provisions 15

contained in prior Acts authorizing or making appropria-16

tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and 17

related programs, shall not be construed to prohibit activi-18

ties authorized by or conducted under the Peace Corps 19

Committees on Appropriations that— 11

(1) each implementing agency has been as-12

sessed and is considered qualified to manage such 13

assistance by documenting that all identified 14

vulnerabilities and weaknesses of such agency have 15

been adequately addressed; and 16

(2) the Government of the United States and 17

the government of the recipient country— 18

(A) have agreed, in writing, to clear and 19

None of the funds made available by this 2

Act may be used to make a future year funding commit-3

ment for any multilateral or bilateral program in titles I, 4

III, IV, V, and VI in this Act that has not been previously 5

justified in a congressional budget justification, included 6

in an Act making appropriations for the Department of 7

State, foreign operations, and related programs, or noti-8

fied in accordance with the regular notification procedures 9

of the Committees on Appropriations. 10

PROHIBITION AGAINST FIRST CLASS TRAVEL 11

SEC. 7033. None of the funds made available in this 12

Act may be used for first-class travel by employees of 13

agencies funded by this Act in contravention of sections 14

301–10.122 through 301–10.124 of title 41, Code of Fed-15

eral Regulations. 16

SPECIAL PROVISIONS 17

SEC. 7034. (a) AFGHANISTAN, VICTIMS OF WAR, 18

DISPLACED CHILDREN, AND DISPLACED BURMESE.— 19

Funds appropriated under titles III through VI of this Act 20

that are made available for assistance for Afghanistan 21

may be made available notwithstanding section 7012 of 22

this Act or any similar provision of law and section 660 23

of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, and funds appro-24

priated in titles III and VI of this Act that are made avail-25
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able for victims of war, displaced children, and displaced 1

Burmese, and to assist victims of trafficking in persons 2

and, subject to the regular notification procedures of the 3

Committees on Appropriations, to combat such traf-4

ficking, may be made available notwithstanding any other 5

provision of law. 6

(b) WAIVER.—(1) The President may waive the pro-7

visions of section 1003 of Public Law 100–204 if the 8

President determines and certifies in writing to the Speak-9

er of the House of Representatives, the President pro tem-10

pore of the Senate, and the Committees on Appropriations 11

that— 12

(A) the Palestinian Authority is not attempting 13

to establish or seek recognition at the United Na-14

tions of a Palestinian state outside of an agreement 15

negotiated between Israel and the Palestinians; 16

(B) the Palestinian Authority is moving to halt 17

anti-Israel incitement in Palestinian Authority-con-18

trolled electronic and print media and in schools, 19

mosques, and other institutions it controls, and is 20

replacing these materials, including textbooks, with 21

materials that promote tolerance, peace, and coexist-22

ence with Israel; and 23

(C) it is important to the national security in-24

terests of the United States. 25
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(2) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 1

waiver pursuant to paragraph (1) shall be effective 2

for no more than a period of 6 months at a time and 3

shall not apply beyond 12 months after the enact-4

ment of this Act. 5

(c) RECONSTITUTING CIVILIAN POLICE AUTHOR-6

ITY.—In providing assistance with funds appropriated by 7

this Act under section 660(b)(6) of the Foreign Assistance 8

Act of 1961, support for a nation emerging from insta-9

bility may be deemed to mean support for regional, dis-10

trict, municipal, or other sub-national entity emerging 11

from instability, as well as a nation emerging from insta-12

bility. 13

(d) WORLD FOOD PROGRAM.—Of the funds managed 14

by the Bureau for Democracy, Conflict, and Humanitarian 15

Assistance, United States Agency for International Devel-16

opment, from this or any other Act, not less than 17

$10,000,000 shall be made available as a general contribu-18

tion to the World Food Program, notwithstanding any 19

other provision of law. 20

(e) DISARMAMENT, DEMOBILIZATION AND RE-21

INTEGRATION.—Notwithstanding any other provision of 22

law, regulation or Executive order, funds appropriated by 23

this Act and prior Acts making appropriations for the De-24

partment of State, foreign operations, and related pro-25
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grams under the headings ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, 1

‘‘Peacekeeping Operations’’, ‘‘International Disaster As-2

sistance’’, and ‘‘Transition Initiatives’’ should be made 3

available to support programs to disarm, demobilize, and 4

reintegrate into civilian society former members of foreign 5

terrorist organizations: Provided, That the Secretary of 6

State shall consult with the Committees on Appropriations 7

prior to the obligation of funds pursuant to this sub-8

section: Provided further, That for the purposes of this 9

subsection the term ‘‘foreign terrorist organization’’ 10

means an organization designated as a terrorist organiza-11

tion under section 219 of the Immigration and Nationality 12

Act. 13

(f) PROGRAM FOR RESEARCH AND TRAINING ON 14

EASTERN EUROPE AND THE INDEPENDENT STATES OF 15

THE FORMER SOVIET UNION.—Funds appropriated by 16

this Act under the heading, ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, 17

may be made available to carry out the Program for Re-18

search and Training on Eastern Europe and the Inde-19

pendent States of the Former Soviet Union (title VIII) 20

as authorized by the Soviet-Eastern European Research 21

and Training Act of 1983 (22 U.S.C. 4501–4508). 22

(g) PROMOTION OF DEMOCRACY.— 23

(1) Funds made available by this Act that are 24

made available for the promotion of democracy may 25
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be made available notwithstanding any other provi-1

sion of law, and with regard to the National Endow-2

ment for Democracy, any regulation. 3

(2) For the purposes of funds appropriated by 4

this Act, the term ‘‘promotion of democracy’’ means 5

programs that support good governance, human 6

rights, independent media, and the rule of law, and 7

otherwise strengthen the capacity of democratic po-8

litical parties, governments, nongovernmental organi-9

zations and institutions, and citizens to support the 10

development of democratic states, institutions, and 11

practices that are responsive and accountable to citi-12

zens. 13

(3) Any contract, grant, or cooperative agree-14

ment (or any amendment to any contract, grant or 15

cooperative agreement) in excess of $1,000,000 of 16

funds under the heading ‘‘Democracy Fund’’, and in 17

excess of $2,500,000 under other headings in this 18

Act for the promotion of democracy, with the excep-19

tion of programs and activities of the National En-20

dowment for Democracy, shall be subject to the reg-21

ular notification procedures of the Committees on 22

Appropriations. 23

(4) With respect to the provision of assistance 24

for democracy, human rights and governance activi-25
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ties in this Act, the organizations implementing such 1

assistance and the specific nature of that assistance 2

shall not be subject to the prior approval by the gov-3

ernment of any foreign country. 4

(h) PARTNER VETTING.—Funds appropriated by this 5

Act or any prior Act shall be used by the Secretary of 6

State or the Administrator of the United States Agency 7

for International Development to fully implement a global 8

Partner Vetting System not later than September 30, 9

2012. 10

ARAB LEAGUE BOYCOTT OF ISRAEL 11

SEC. 7035. It is the sense of the Congress that— 12

(1) the Arab League boycott of Israel, and the 13

secondary boycott of American firms that have com-14

mercial ties with Israel, is an impediment to peace 15

in the region and to United States investment and 16

trade in the Middle East and North Africa; 17

(2) the Arab League boycott, which was regret-18

tably reinstated in 1997, should be immediately and 19

publicly terminated, and the Central Office for the 20

Boycott of Israel immediately disbanded; 21

(3) all Arab League states should normalize re-22

lations with their neighbor Israel; 23

(4) the President and the Secretary of State 24

should continue to vigorously oppose the Arab 25
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League boycott of Israel and find concrete steps to 1

demonstrate that opposition by, for example, taking 2

into consideration the participation of any recipient 3

country in the boycott when determining to sell 4

weapons to said country; and 5

(5) the President should report to Congress an-6

nually on specific steps being taken by the United 7

States to encourage Arab League states to normalize 8

their relations with Israel to bring about the termi-9

nation of the Arab League boycott of Israel, includ-10

ing those to encourage allies and trading partners of 11

the United States to enact laws prohibiting busi-12

nesses from complying with the boycott and penal-13

izing businesses that do comply. 14

PALESTINIAN STATEHOOD 15

SEC. 7036. (a) LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE.—None 16

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 17

this Act may be provided to support a Palestinian state 18

unless the Secretary of State determines and certifies to 19

the appropriate congressional committees that— 20

(1) the governing entity of a new Palestinian 21

state— 22

(A) has demonstrated a firm commitment 23

to peaceful co-existence with the State of Israel; 24
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(B) is taking appropriate measures to 1

counter terrorism and terrorist financing in the 2

West Bank and Gaza, including the dismantling 3

of terrorist infrastructures, and is cooperating 4

with appropriate Israeli and other appropriate 5

security organizations; and 6

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 7

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 8

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-9

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 10

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 11

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 12

context of full and normal relationships, which 13

should include— 14

(A) termination of all claims or states of 15

belligerency; 16

(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 17

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 18

independence of every state in the area through 19

measures including the establishment of demili-20

tarized zones; 21

(C) their right to live in peace within se-22

cure and recognized boundaries free from 23

threats or acts of force; 24
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(D) freedom of navigation through inter-1

national waterways in the area; and 2

(E) a framework for achieving a just set-3

tlement of the refugee problem. 4

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-5

gress that the governing entity should enact a constitution 6

assuring the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and 7

respect for human rights for its citizens, and should enact 8

other laws and regulations assuring transparent and ac-9

countable governance. 10

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection 11

(a) if he determines that it is important to the national 12

security interests of the United States to do so. 13

(d) EXEMPTION.—The restriction in subsection (a) 14

shall not apply to assistance intended to help reform the 15

Palestinian Authority and affiliated institutions, or the 16

governing entity, in order to help meet the requirements 17

of subsection (a), consistent with the provisions of section 18

7040 of this Act (‘‘Limitation on Assistance to the Pales-19

tinian Authority’’). 20

RESTRICTIONS CONCERNING THE PALESTINIAN 21

AUTHORITY 22

SEC. 7037. None of the funds appropriated under ti-23

tles II through VI of this Act may be obligated or ex-24

pended to create in any part of Jerusalem a new office 25
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of any department or agency of the United States Govern-1

ment for the purpose of conducting official United States 2

Government business with the Palestinian Authority over 3

Gaza and Jericho or any successor Palestinian governing 4

entity provided for in the Israel-PLO Declaration of Prin-5

ciples: Provided, That this restriction shall not apply to 6

the acquisition of additional space for the existing Con-7

sulate General in Jerusalem: Provided further, That meet-8

ings between officers and employees of the United States 9

and officials of the Palestinian Authority, or any successor 10

Palestinian governing entity provided for in the Israel- 11

PLO Declaration of Principles, for the purpose of con-12

ducting official United States Government business with 13

such authority should continue to take place in locations 14

other than Jerusalem: Provided further, That as has been 15

true in the past, officers and employees of the United 16

States Government may continue to meet in Jerusalem on 17

other subjects with Palestinians (including those who now 18

occupy positions in the Palestinian Authority), have social 19

contacts, and have incidental discussions. 20

PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE PALESTINIAN 21

BROADCASTING CORPORATION 22

SEC. 7038. None of the funds appropriated or other-23

wise made available by this Act may be used to provide 24

equipment, technical support, consulting services, or any 25
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other form of assistance to the Palestinian Broadcasting 1

Corporation. 2

ASSISTANCE FOR THE WEST BANK AND GAZA 3

SEC. 7039. (a) OVERSIGHT.—For fiscal year 2012, 4

30 days prior to the initial obligation of funds for the bi-5

lateral West Bank and Gaza Program, the Secretary of 6

State shall certify to the Committees on Appropriations 7

that procedures have been established to assure the Comp-8

troller General of the United States will have access to 9

appropriate United States financial information in order 10

to review the uses of United States assistance for the Pro-11

gram funded under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 12

Fund’’ for the West Bank and Gaza. 13

(b) VETTING.—Prior to the obligation of funds ap-14

propriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Economic Sup-15

port Fund’’ for assistance for the West Bank and Gaza, 16

the Secretary of State shall take all appropriate steps to 17

ensure that such assistance is not provided to or through 18

any individual, private or government entity, or edu-19

cational institution that the Secretary knows or has reason 20

to believe advocates, plans, sponsors, engages in, or has 21

engaged in, terrorist activity nor, with respect to private 22

entities or educational institutions, those that have as a 23

principal officer of the entity’s governing board or gov-24

erning board of trustees any individual that has been de-25
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termined to be involved in, or advocating terrorist activity 1

or determined to be a member of a designated foreign ter-2

rorist organization: Provided, That the Secretary of State 3

shall, as appropriate, establish procedures specifying the 4

steps to be taken in carrying out this subsection and shall 5

terminate assistance to any individual, entity, or edu-6

cational institution which the Secretary has determined to 7

be involved in or advocating terrorist activity. 8

(c) PROHIBITION.— 9

(1) None of the funds appropriated under titles 10

III through VI of this Act for assistance under the 11

West Bank and Gaza Program may be made avail-12

able for the purpose of recognizing or otherwise hon-13

oring individuals who commit, or have committed 14

acts of terrorism. 15

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 16

none of the funds made available by this or prior ap-17

propriations Acts, including funds made available by 18

transfer, may be made available for obligation for se-19

curity assistance for the West Bank and Gaza until 20

the Secretary of State reports to the Committees on 21

Appropriations on the benchmarks that have been 22

established for security assistance for the West 23

Bank and Gaza and reports on the extent of Pales-24

tinian compliance with such benchmarks. 25
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(d) AUDITS.— 1

(1) The Administrator of the United States 2

Agency for International Development shall ensure 3

that Federal or non- Federal audits of all contrac-4

tors and grantees, and significant subcontractors 5

and sub-grantees, under the West Bank and Gaza 6

Program, are conducted at least on an annual basis 7

to ensure, among other things, compliance with this 8

section. 9

(2) Of the funds appropriated by this Act up to 10

$500,000 may be used by the Office of Inspector 11

General of the United States Agency for Inter-12

national Development for audits, inspections, and 13

other activities in furtherance of the requirements of 14

this subsection: Provided, That such funds are in ad-15

dition to funds otherwise available for such pur-16

poses. 17

(e) Subsequent to the certification specified in sub-18

section (a), the Comptroller General of the United States 19

shall conduct an audit and an investigation of the treat-20

ment, handling, and uses of all funds for the bilateral 21

West Bank and Gaza Program, including all funds pro-22

vided as cash transfer assistance, in fiscal year 2012 23

under the heading ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, and such 24

audit shall address— 25
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(1) the extent to which such Program complies 1

with the requirements of subsections (b) and (c); 2

and 3

(2) an examination of all programs, projects, 4

and activities carried out under such Program, in-5

cluding both obligations and expenditures. 6

(f) Funds made available in this Act for West Bank 7

and Gaza shall be subject to the regular notification proce-8

dures of the Committees on Appropriations. 9

(g) Not later than 180 days after enactment of this 10

Act, the Secretary of State shall submit a report to the 11

Committees on Appropriations updating the report con-12

tained in section 2106 of chapter 2 of title II of Public 13

Law 109–13. 14

LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE FOR THE PALESTINIAN 15

AUTHORITY 16

SEC. 7040. (a) PROHIBITION OF FUNDS.—None of 17

the funds appropriated by this Act to carry out the provi-18

sions of chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 19

Act of 1961 may be obligated or expended with respect 20

to providing funds to the Palestinian Authority. 21

(b) WAIVER.—The prohibition included in subsection 22

(a) shall not apply if the President certifies in writing to 23

the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the Presi-24

dent pro tempore of the Senate, and the Committees on 25
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Appropriations that waiving such prohibition is important 1

to the national security interests of the United States. 2

(c) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 3

waiver pursuant to subsection (b) shall be effective for no 4

more than a period of 6 months at a time and shall not 5

apply beyond 12 months after the enactment of this Act. 6

(d) REPORT.—Whenever the waiver authority pursu-7

ant to subsection (b) is exercised, the President shall sub-8

mit a report to the Committees on Appropriations detail-9

ing the justification for the waiver, the purposes for which 10

the funds will be spent, and the accounting procedures in 11

place to ensure that the funds are properly disbursed: Pro-12

vided, That the report shall also detail the steps the Pales-13

tinian Authority has taken to arrest terrorists, confiscate 14

weapons and dismantle the terrorist infrastructure. 15

(e) CERTIFICATION.—If the President exercises the 16

waiver authority under subsection (b), the Secretary of 17

State must certify and report to the Committees on Ap-18

propriations prior to the obligation of funds that the Pal-19

estinian Authority has established a single treasury ac-20

count for all Palestinian Authority financing and all fi-21

nancing mechanisms flow through this account, no parallel 22

financing mechanisms exist outside of the Palestinian Au-23

thority treasury account, and there is a single comprehen-24

sive civil service roster and payroll. 25
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(f) PROHIBITION TO HAMAS AND THE PALESTINE 1

LIBERATION ORGANIZATION.— 2

(1) None of the funds appropriated in titles III 3

through VI of this Act may be obligated for salaries 4

of personnel of the Palestinian Authority located in 5

Gaza or may be obligated or expended for assistance 6

to Hamas, or any entity effectively controlled by 7

Hamas, or any power-sharing government of which 8

Hamas is a member or that results from an agree-9

ment with Hamas. 10

(2) Notwithstanding the limitation of subsection 11

(1), assistance may be provided to a power-sharing 12

government only if the President certifies and re-13

ports to the Committees on Appropriations that such 14

government, including all of its ministers or such 15

equivalent, has publicly accepted and is complying 16

with the principles contained in section 17

620K(b)(1)(A) and (B) of the Foreign Assistance 18

Act of 1961, as amended. 19

(3) The President may exercise the authority in 20

section 620K(e) of the Foreign Assistance Act as 21

added by the Palestinian Anti-Terrorism Act of 22

2006 (Public Law 109–446) with respect to this 23

subsection. 24
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(4) Whenever the certification pursuant to 1

paragraph (2) is exercised, the Secretary of State 2

shall submit a report to the Committees on Appro-3

priations within 120 days of the certification and 4

every quarter thereafter on whether such govern-5

ment, including all of its ministers or such equiva-6

lent are continuing to comply with the principles 7

contained in section 620K(b)(1)(A) and (B) of the 8

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended: Pro-9

vided, That the report shall also detail the amount, 10

purposes and delivery mechanisms for any assistance 11

provided pursuant to the abovementioned certifi-12

cation and a full accounting of any direct support of 13

such government. 14

(5) None of the funds appropriated under titles 15

III through VI of this Act may be obligated for as-16

sistance for the Palestine Liberation Organization. 17

IRAN SANCTIONS 18

SEC. 7041. (a) USE OF FUNDS.—It is the policy of 19

the United States to seek to prevent Iran from achieving 20

the capability to produce or otherwise manufacture nu-21

clear weapons, including by supporting international diplo-22

matic efforts to halt Iran’s uranium enrichment program, 23

and the President should fully implement and enforce the 24

Iran Sanctions Act of 1996, as amended (Public Law 104- 25
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172) as a means of encouraging foreign governments to 1

require state-owned and private entities to cease all invest-2

ment in, and support of, Iran’s energy sector and all ex-3

ports of refined petroleum products to Iran. 4

(b) LIMITATION.—None of the funds appropriated or 5

otherwise made available in this Act under the heading 6

‘‘Export-Import Bank of the United States’’ may be used 7

by the Export-Import Bank of the United States to pro-8

vide any new financing (including loans, guarantees, other 9

credits, insurance, and reinsurance) to any person that is 10

subject to sanctions under paragraph (2) or (3) of section 11

5(a) of the Iran Sanctions Act of 1996 (Public Law 104– 12

172). 13

(c) REPORTS.— 14

(1) The Secretary of State shall submit to the 15

Committees on Appropriations, not later than 90 16

days after the date of enactment of this Act and the 17

end of each 90-day period thereafter until Sep-18

tember 30, 2012, a report on the status of the bilat-19

eral and multilateral efforts aimed at curtailing the 20

pursuit by Iran of nuclear weapons technology. 21

(2) The Secretary of State, in consultation with 22

the Secretary of the Treasury, shall submit to the 23

Committees on Appropriations, not later than 180 24

days after the date of enactment of this Act, a re-25
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port on the status of bilateral United States and 1

multilateral sanctions against Iran and actions taken 2

by the United States and the international commu-3

nity to enforce sanctions against Iran: Provided, 4

That such report may be submitted in classified 5

form if necessary and shall include the following: 6

(A) a list of all current United States bi-7

lateral and multilateral sanctions against Iran; 8

(B) a list of all United States and foreign 9

entities that the Secretary of State has reason 10

to believe may be in violation of existing United 11

States bilateral and multilateral sanctions; 12

(C) a detailed description of United States 13

efforts to enforce sanctions, including a list of 14

all investigations initiated in the 12 months 15

preceding the date of enactment of this Act 16

that have resulted in a determination that a 17

sanctions violation has occurred, and actions 18

taken by the United States Government pursu-19

ant to the determination; 20

(D) any case in which sanctions were 21

waived or otherwise not imposed against an en-22

tity which was determined to have engaged in 23

activities for which sanctions should be imposed 24
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and the reason why action was not taken to 1

sanction the entity; and 2

(E) a description of United States diplo-3

matic efforts to expand bilateral and multilat-4

eral sanctions against Iran and strengthen 5

international efforts to enforce existing sanc-6

tions. 7

NEAR EAST 8

SEC. 7042. (a) EGYPT.— 9

(1) Of the funds appropriated under the head-10

ing ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’ in this Act, up to 11

$250,000,000 may be made available for assistance 12

for Egypt. 13

(2) None of the funds appropriated or otherwise 14

made available by title III of this Act may be made 15

available for assistance for the Government of Egypt 16

until the Secretary of State certifies and reports to 17

the Committees on Appropriations that the Govern-18

ment of Egypt is— 19

(A) not controlled by a foreign terrorist or-20

ganization, its affiliates or supporters; 21

(B) implementing the Egypt-Israel Peace 22

Treaty; and 23
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(C) taking steps to detect and destroy the 1

smuggling network and tunnels between Egypt 2

and the Gaza strip. 3

(3) None of the funds appropriated or otherwise 4

made available in this Act may be used to reduce, 5

reschedule, or forgive the debt of the Government of 6

Egypt to the United States Government unless au-7

thorized for such purposes. 8

(4) The limitation of paragraph (2) shall not 9

apply to assistance made available for the promotion 10

of democracy. 11

(b) IRAQ.— 12

(1) The terms and conditions of section 1106(a) 13

and (b) of Public Law 111–32 shall apply to assist-14

ance for Iraq in fiscal year 2012. 15

(2) None of the funds made available in this 16

Act may be used by the Government of the United 17

States to enter into a permanent basing rights 18

agreement between the United States and Iraq. 19

(c) LEBANON.—None of the funds appropriated by 20

title IV of this Act may be made available for the Govern-21

ment of Lebanon until the Secretary of State certifies and 22

reports to the Committees on Appropriations that— 23

(1) no ministry, agency, or instrumentality of 24

the Government of Lebanon is headed or effectively 25
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controlled by Hezbollah or any other foreign ter-1

rorist organization; 2

(2) a comprehensive anti-terrorism vetting and 3

tracking system exists for all Lebanese security 4

forces personnel benefitting from United States se-5

curity assistance; 6

(3) all ministries, agencies, or instrumentalities 7

of the Government of Lebanon and operations that 8

directly or indirectly benefit from United States se-9

curity assistance programs are financially trans-10

parent and accountable; and 11

(4) United States security assistance and secu-12

rity cooperation programs for Lebanon are not uti-13

lized against the State of Israel’s qualitative military 14

edge or military balance in the region. 15

(d) LIBYA.—None of the funds appropriated or other-16

wise made available by this Act may be obligated for as-17

sistance for the Government of Libya until the Secretary 18

of State certifies and reports to the Committees on Appro-19

priations that— 20

(1) no ministry, agency, or instrumentality of 21

the Government of Libya is controlled by a foreign 22

terrorist organization; 23

(2) rule of law has been restored in Libya; and 24
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(3) it is in the national security interest of the 1

United States to provide such assistance. 2

(e) MIDDLE EAST PEACE.—Funds appropriated by 3

this Act should be made available in a manner to further 4

peace in the Middle East between Israelis and Palestin-5

ians. 6

(f) WEST BANK AND GAZA.—The reporting require-7

ments contained in section 1404 of Public Law 110–252 8

shall apply to funds made available by this Act, including 9

a description of modifications, if any, to the security strat-10

egy of the Palestinian Authority. 11

(g) YEMEN.—None of the funds appropriated or oth-12

erwise made available by this Act may be obligated for 13

assistance for the Government of Yemen until the Sec-14

retary of State certifies and reports to the Committees on 15

Appropriations that— 16

(1) no ministry, agency, or instrumentality of 17

the Government of Yemen is controlled by a foreign 18

terrorist organization; 19

(2) no member of a foreign terrorist organiza-20

tion serves in any policy position in a ministry, agen-21

cy, or instrumentality of the Government of Yemen 22

that is proposed to receive such assistance; 23

(3) a comprehensive anti-terrorism vetting and 24

tracking system exists for all Yemeni security forces 25

(4) Horn of Africa and Pan Sahel Programs. 12

(c) RWANDA.— 13

(1) None of the funds appropriated by this Act under 14

the heading ‘‘Foreign Military Financing Program’’ may 15

be made available for assistance for Rwanda if the Sec-16

retary of State has credible evidence that the Government 17

of Rwanda is providing political, military or financial sup-18

port to armed groups in the Democratic Republic of the 19

Congo that have committed violations of internationally 20

recognized human rights, including rape.

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(A) humanitarian assistance; 1

(B) assistance for the Darfur region, Southern 2

Kordofan/Nuba Mountains State, Blue Nile State, 3

and Abyei; and 4

(C) assistance to support implementation of the 5

Comprehensive Peace Agreement and the Darfur 6

Peace Agreement or any other internationally-recog-7

nized viable peace agreement in Sudan. 8

(f) SOUTH SUDAN.— 9

(1) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, as-10

sistance in this Act may be made available to the Govern-11

ment of South Sudan to provide non-lethal military assist-12

ance, military education and training, and defense services 13

controlled under the International Traffic in Arms Regula-14

tions (22 CFR 120.1 et seq.) if the Secretary of State— 15

(A) determines that the provision of such items 16

is in the national interest of the United States; and 17

(B) not later than 15 days before the provision 18

of any such assistance, notifies the Committees on 19

Appropriations of such determination.

ditions of section 301(c) of the Foreign Assistance 23

Act of 1961 and continuing regular reporting to the 24
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Department of State on actions it has taken to en-1

sure conformance with such conditions; 2

(4) taking steps to improve the transparency of 3

all educational materials currently in use in 4

UNRWA-administered schools; 5

(5) using curriculum materials in UNRWA-sup-6

ported schools and summer camps designed to pro-7

mote tolerance, non-violent conflict resolution, and 8

human rights; 9

(6) not engaging in operations with financial in-10

stitutions or related entities in violation of relevant 11

United States law, is enhancing its transparency and 12

financial due diligence, and working to diversify its 13

banking operations in the region; and 14

(7) in compliance with the United Nations 15

Board of Auditors’ biennial audit requirements and 16

is implementing in a timely fashion the Board’s rec-17

ommendations. 18

(d) TAX EQUALIZATION FUND.—The Secretary of 19

State shall report to the Committees on Appropriations 20

not later than 30 days after being notified of any credits 21

available to the United States under the United Nations 22

Tax Equalization Fund: Provided, That any such credits 23

shall only be available for United States assessed costs of 24

United States membership in the United Nations, as justi-25
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fied in the congressional budget justification for the De-1

partment of State, and after notification of the Commit-2

tees on Appropriations at least 15 days in advance of obli-3

gation: Provided further, That the Secretary of State shall 4

account for all such credits in the congressional budget 5

justification for fiscal year 2013.

(g) WAIVER.—The restrictions imposed by or pursu-7

ant to subsections (a) and (c) may be waived on a case- 8

by-case basis by the Secretary of State where she deter-9

mines and reports to the Committees on Appropriations 10

that such waiver is necessary to avert a humanitarian cri-11

sis. 12

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AIRCRAFT TRANSFER AND COORDINATION 1

SEC. 7054. (a) TRANSFER AUTHORITY.—Notwith-2

standing any other provision of law or regulation, aircraft 3

procured with funds appropriated by this Act and prior 4

Acts making appropriations for the Department of State, 5

foreign operations, and related programs under the head-6

ings ‘‘Diplomatic and Consular Programs’’, ‘‘International 7

Narcotics Control and Law Enforcement’’, and ‘‘Andean 8

PARKING FINES AND REAL PROPERTY TAXES OWED BY 19

7059. (a) AUTHORITY.—Up to $93,000,000 of 7

the funds made available in title III of this Act to carry 8

out the provisions of part I of the Foreign Assistance Act 9

of 1961, including funds appropriated under the heading 10

‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central Asia’’, may 11

be used by the United States Agency for International De-12

velopment (USAID) to hire and employ individuals in the 13

United States and overseas on a limited appointment basis 14

pursuant to the authority of sections 308 and 309 of the 15

Foreign Service Act of 1980.

PROHIBITION ON USE OF TORTURE 6

SEC. 7069. None of the funds made available in this 7

Act shall be used in any way whatsoever to support or 8

justify the use of torture, cruel or inhumane treatment 9

by any official or contract employee of the United States 10

Government. 11

EXTRADITION 12

SEC. 7070. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this 13

Act may be used to provide assistance (other than funds 14

provided under the headings ‘‘International Narcotics 15

Control and Law Enforcement’’, ‘‘Migration and Refugee 16

Assistance’’, ‘‘Emergency Migration and Refugee Assist-17

ance’’, and ‘‘Nonproliferation, Anti-terrorism, Demining 18

and Related Assistance’’) for the central government of 19

a country which has notified the Department of State of 20

its refusal to extradite to the United States any individual 21

indicted for a criminal offense for which the maximum 22

penalty is life imprisonment without the possibility of pa-23

role or for killing a law enforcement officer, as specified 24

in a United States extradition request. 25
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(b) Subsection (a) shall only apply to the central gov-1

ernment of a country with which the United States main-2

tains diplomatic relations and with which the United 3

States has an extradition treaty and the government of 4

that country is in violation of the terms and conditions 5

of the treaty. 6

(c) The Secretary of State may waive the restriction 7

in subsection (a) on a case-by-case basis if the Secretary 8

certifies to the Committees on Appropriations that such 9

waiver is important to the national interests of the United 10

States. 11

ANTI-KLEPTOCRACY 12

SEC. 7071. (a) In furtherance of the National Strat-13

egy to Internationalize Efforts Against Kleptocracy and 14

Presidential Proclamation 7750, the Secretary of State 15

shall compile and maintain a list of officials of foreign gov-16

ernments and their immediate family members who the 17

Secretary has credible evidence have been involved in cor-18

ruption relating to the extraction of natural resources in 19

their countries. 20

(b) Any individual on the list compiled under sub-21

section (a) shall be ineligible for admission to the United 22

States. 23

(c) The Secretary may waive the application of sub-24

section (b) if the Secretary determines that admission to 25
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the United States is necessary to attend the United Na-1

tions or to further United States law enforcement objec-2

tives, or that the circumstances which caused the indi-3

vidual to be included on the list have changed sufficiently 4

to justify the removal of the individual from the list. 5

(d) Not later than 90 days after enactment of this 6

Act and 180 days thereafter, the Secretary of State shall 7

report in writing, in classified form if necessary, to the 8

Committees on Appropriations describing the evidence of 9

corruption concerning each of the individuals listed pursu-10

ant to subsection (a). 11

COMMERCIAL LEASING OF DEFENSE ARTICLES 12

SEC. 7072. Notwithstanding any other provision of 13

law, and subject to the regular notification procedures of 14

the Committees on Appropriations, the authority of sec-15

tion 23(a) of the Arms Export Control Act may be used 16

to provide financing to Israel, Egypt and NATO and 17

major non-NATO allies for the procurement by leasing 18

(including leasing with an option to purchase) of defense 19

articles from United States commercial suppliers, not in-20

cluding Major Defense Equipment (other than helicopters 21

and other types of aircraft having possible civilian applica-22

tion), if the President determines that there are compel-23

ling foreign policy or national security reasons for those 24
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defense articles being provided by commercial lease rather 1

than by government-to-government sale under such Act. 2

INDEPENDENT STATES OF THE FORMER SOVIET UNION 3

SEC. 7073. (a) None of the funds appropriated under 4

the heading ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central 5

Asia’’ shall be made available for assistance for a govern-6

ment of an Independent State of the former Soviet Union 7

if that government directs any action in violation of the 8

territorial integrity or national sovereignty of any other 9

Independent State of the former Soviet Union, such as 10

those violations included in the Helsinki Final Act: Pro-11

vided, That such funds may be made available without re-12

gard to the restriction in this subsection if the President 13

determines that to do so is in the national security interest 14

of the United States. 15

(b) Funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Assist-16

ance for Europe, Eurasia and Central Asia’’ for the Rus-17

sian Federation, Armenia, Kazakhstan, and Uzbekistan 18

shall be subject to the regular notification procedures of 19

the Committees on Appropriations. 20

(c)(1) Of the funds appropriated under the heading 21

‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central Asia’’ that 22

are allocated for assistance for the Government of the 23

Russian Federation, 60 percent shall be withheld from ob-24

ligation until the President determines and certifies in 25
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writing to the Committees on Appropriations that the Gov-1

ernment of the Russian Federation— 2

(A) has terminated implementation of ar-3

rangements to provide Iran with technical ex-4

pertise, training, technology, or equipment nec-5

essary to develop a nuclear reactor, related nu-6

clear research facilities or programs, or ballistic 7

missile capability; and 8

(B) is providing full access to international 9

non-government organizations providing hu-10

manitarian relief to refugees and internally dis-11

placed persons in Chechnya. 12

(2) Paragraph (1) shall not apply to— 13

(A) assistance to combat infectious dis-14

eases, child survival activities, or assistance for 15

victims of trafficking in persons; and 16

(B) activities authorized under title V 17

(Nonproliferation and Disarmament Programs 18

and Activities) of the FREEDOM Support Act. 19

(d) Section 907 of the FREEDOM Support Act shall 20

not apply to— 21

(1) activities to support democracy or assist-22

ance under title V of the FREEDOM Support Act 23

and section 1424 of Public Law 104–201 or non- 24

proliferation assistance; 25
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(2) any assistance provided by the Trade and 1

Development Agency under section 661 of the For-2

eign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2421); 3

(3) any activity carried out by a member of the 4

United States and Foreign Commercial Service while 5

acting within his or her official capacity; 6

(4) any insurance, reinsurance, guarantee or 7

other assistance provided by the Overseas Private 8

Investment Corporation under title IV of chapter 2 9

of part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 10

U.S.C. 2191 et seq.); 11

(5) any financing provided under the Export- 12

Import Bank Act of 1945; or 13

(6) humanitarian assistance. 14

REPRESSION IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION 15

SEC. 7074. (a) None of the funds appropriated under 16

the heading ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Central 17

Asia’’ in this Act may be made available for the Govern-18

ment of the Russian Federation, after 180 days from the 19

date of the enactment of this Act, unless the Secretary 20

of State certifies to the Committees on Appropriations 21

that the Government of the Russian Federation: 22

(1) has implemented no statute, Executive order, reg-23

ulation or similar government action that would discrimi-24

nate, or which has as its principal effect discrimination, 25
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against religious groups or religious communities in the 1

Russian Federation in violation of accepted international 2

agreements on human rights and religious freedoms to 3

which the Russian Federation is a party; 4

(2) is honoring its international obligations regarding 5

freedom of expression, assembly, and press, as well as due 6

process; 7

(3) is investigating and prosecuting law enforcement 8

personnel credibly alleged to have committed human rights 9

abuses against political leaders, activists and journalists; 10

and 11

(4) is immediately releasing political leaders, activists 12

and journalists who remain in detention. 13

(b) The Secretary of State may waive the require-14

ments of subsection (a) if the Secretary determines that 15

to do so is important to the national interests of the 16

United States. 17

LIMITATION ON USE OF FUNDS IN CONTRAVENTION OF 18

CERTAIN LAWS 19

SEC. 7075. None of the funds made available in this 20

Act or prior Acts making appropriations for the Depart-21

ment of State, foreign operations and related programs 22

may be used in contravention of any provision of, or 23

amendment made by, this Act, unless such authority is 24

expressly provided in statute: Provided, That if a deter-25
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mination is made on constitutional grounds by the Execu-1

tive Branch that any provision of law covered by the pre-2

ceding sentence shall not apply, the head of the relevant 3

Federal agency shall notify the Committees on Appropria-4

tions in writing within 5 days of such determination, the 5

basis for such determination and any resulting changes 6

to program and policy. 7

INTERNATIONAL MONETARY FUND PROVISIONS 8

SEC. 7076. (a) The Secretary of the Treasury shall 9

instruct the United States Executive Director at the Inter-10

national Monetary Fund (the Fund) to use the voice and 11

vote of the United States to oppose the provision by the 12

Fund of United States dollars, euros, or Japanese yen to 13

any country the government of which the Secretary of 14

State has determined, for purposes of section 6(j) of the 15

Export Administration Act of 1979, section 620A of the 16

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, or section 40 of the Arms 17

Export Control Act, to be a government that has repeat-18

edly provided support for acts of international terrorism, 19

in exchange for any Special Drawing Rights received by 20

the country pursuant to the amendments to the Articles 21

of Agreement of the Fund as described in section 64 of 22

the Bretton Woods Agreements Act. 23

(b) Amounts made available under the headings 24

‘‘United States Quota, International Monetary Fund’’ and 25
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‘‘Loans to International Monetary Fund’’ under the head-1

ing ‘‘International Assistance Programs—International 2

Monetary Programs’’, in title XIV of the Supplemental 3

Appropriations Act, 2009 (Public Law 111-32; 123 Stat. 4

1916), shall be deobligated, withdrawn, and rescinded. 5

ENTERPRISE FUNDS 6

SEC. 7077. (a) Prior to the distribution of any assets 7

resulting from any liquidation, dissolution, or winding up 8

of an Enterprise Fund, in whole or in part, the President 9

shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations, in ac-10

cordance with the regular notification procedures of the 11

Committees on Appropriations, a plan for the distribution 12

of the assets of the Enterprise Fund. 13

(b) None of the funds made available under titles III 14

through VI of this Act may be made available for Enter-15

prise Funds unless the Committees on Appropriations are 16

notified at least fifteen days in advance. 17

LIMITATIONS ON FAMILY PLANNING/REPRODUCTIVE 18

HEALTH 19

SEC. 7078. (a) None of the funds appropriated or 20

otherwise made available by this Act may be made avail-21

able for the United Nations Population Fund. 22

(b) None of the funds appropriated or otherwise 23

made available by this Act for population planning activi-24

ties or other population assistance may be made available 25
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to any foreign nongovernmental organization that pro-1

motes or performs abortion, except in cases of rape or in-2

cest or when the life of the mother would be endangered 3

if the fetus were carried to term. 4

LIMITATION ON POLITICAL DISCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS 5

SEC. 7079. None of the funds made available by this 6

Act may be used to implement any rule, regulation, or ex-7

ecutive order regarding the disclosure of political contribu-8

tions that takes effect on or after the date of enactment 9

of this Act. 10

NORTH AMERICAN DEVELOPMENT BANK 11

SEC. 7080. The Secretary of the Treasury shall sub-12

mit to the Committees on Appropriations not later than 13

30 days after enactment of this Act, a report on the North 14

American Development Bank’s current mandate and a 15

strategy for expanding such mandate to allow the North 16

American Development Bank to finance infrastructure 17

projects in the border region that promote growth in trade 18

and commerce between the United States and Mexico, 19

support sustainable economic development, reduce pov-20

erty, foster job creation, and promote social development 21

in the region. 22
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LIMITATION ON FUNDS RELATING TO TRANSFER OR RE-1

LEASE OF INDIVIDUALS DETAINED AT NAVAL STA-2

TION, GUANTANAMO BAY, CUBA 3

SEC. 7081. None of the funds made available in this 4

Act, or any prior Act making appropriations for the De-5

partment of State, foreign operations, and related pro-6

grams, may be obligated for any country, including a state 7

with a compact of free association with the United States, 8

that concludes an agreement with the United States to 9

receive by transfer or release individuals detained at Naval 10

Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, unless, not later than 11

five days after the conclusion of the agreement, but prior 12

to implementation of the agreement, the Secretary of 13

State notifies the Committees on Appropriations in writ-14

ing of the terms of the agreement. 15

RESCISSIONS 16

SEC. 7082. (a) Of the funds appropriated in prior 17

Acts making appropriations for the Department of State, 18

foreign operations and related programs under the head-19

ing ‘‘Diplomatic and Consular Programs’’, $5,700,000 are 20

rescinded: Provided, That no amounts may be rescinded 21

from amounts that were designated by Congress as an 22

emergency requirement pursuant to a concurrent resolu-23

tion on the budget or the Balanced Budget and Emer-24

gency Deficit Control Act of 1985.
